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Attacks on Dalits on
the Wane, Says Gehlot

Attributes the decline to attempts made by central govt

New Delhi: Thenumber of incidents of
violence against Dalits has declined
under the central government and
stray incidents are being blown out of
proportion, social justice and empo-
werment minister Thaawar Chand
Gehlot has said.

Though the Union minister did not
provide any data to corroborate his cla-
ims, Gehlot said due to attempts made
by the government over the past three
years incidents of violence against Da-
lits have declined.

Replying to questions on whether he
was concerned about incidents such as
theriots in Saharanpur, Gehlot said, “If
you see the statistics, you would know
that the number of incidents has actu- -
ally come down over the last three ye-
ars. It is only stray two-three incidents
that are being blown out of proportion
by mischievous elements.”

On May 5, one person was killed and 16
